Packing list suggestions 
 
Consider that before you will come to the camp stay, you will be with your host family who likely will ensure 
that you will arrive at the camp with a suitcase full of clean clothes. There are no towels in the Youth hostel and 
therefore, you need to bring your own shower and bathroom towels/terry robe. The bathrooms are shared and 
outside of the rooms, 3 of them actually are on a different floor from the rooms. The Youth hostel provides the 
bed sheets and will change them after 5 days.  
In case of need, there will be the possibility to use an external laundry (at your expense) during your stay. Of 
course, hand-laundry is also an option J. 
You will receive two t-shirts and a polo shirt, which we will ask you to wear in official instances.

During the Camp stay our activities, transfer, all meals etc. are included and sponsored. For your Camp stay, you 
only need money for your personal expenses and extras you want to buy. Take into consideration that during 
your stay with the host families, they are under no obligation to pay for meals or take you on excursions outside 
the normal meals eaten or activities done with the family. Everything they share with you is on a voluntary basis 
only and you certainly will find them generous. 
 

Alcohol & drugs 
While in your countries there might be different rules and habits regarding drinking alcohol and using drugs, 
during your Camp stay we ask you to follow our “no alcohol/no drugs” rule. Should you decide that this rule 
does not apply to you, consider that this is a reason for us to send you back home immediately at your or your 
sponsor club’s expense. So thank you for adapting to this rule even if you are used to different ways in your 
country.  
 

Wi-Fi 
The area where the castle is has a very weak Wi-Fi connection, therefore take into account that there might not 
be any internet connection available. However, here will be plenty of opportunities to keep in touch with the 
virtual world during your stay. 
 

Country presentation 
We will host a country presentation and would love to learn something about your country, your culture and 
your traditions. If you could prepare a short presentation in any form, pictures, slides, photos, stories that would 
be much appreciated. We will provide a laptop, so no need to bring yours. Be creative and surprise us with 
something special!

There is a Facebook group where we will post pictures of our days. Join us and invite your family and friends to 
follow us and see what we are up to J. Lions Campo Emilia 2022.
